Home ownership is not a onetime invest-
ment. If you keep any home for 10 or 15
years, you will be faced with repairing
and/or upgrading many components of
your home. Up and down the street neigh-
bours are changing their windows. Why
do windows fail so soon? It’s usually not
the glazing that has failed but rather the
frame itself.

Let me try to explain the problem. As a
builder I discovered this the hard way.
Modern homes are built with wood
interior components and then clad with
stone or brick on the outside. Lumber
today has high moisture content and,
when wood dries out, it shrinks. Bricks do
not. So as the home settles downward
slowly over the first 5 or 10 years the
window frames are prevented from
settling once they come in contact with
the exterior brick window sill. If the settle-
ment is severe -- some two storey homes
shrink by as much as % of an inch -- the
wood or metal drip sills of the window
actually twist backwards and allow rain
water to seep back into the home, rotting
the window frames and parts of the home.

So now you call in a reputable window
contractor.

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sent you into cardiac arrest. Once you recov-
ered somewhat, you called several other
window companies and found a few that
quoted you about half. Quality window
companies will remove the entire frame and
interior trim and install windows in what is
often referred to a “Brick-to-brick” installa-
tion. The old frame and interior trim are
removed and discarded. They will install
modern trim on the interior of each room
after properly installing these new windows.

Other companies that say they can do it for
half will suggest that their method is just as
good. Not so. They will merely remove your
old glass panels -- which were not the
problem in the first place -- and install a
frameless glass insert into the old existing
frames. Because they do not remove the
original frames nor touch your original trim
inside each room it’s a lot cheaper; however
the old rotting frames are still there, now
just covered up with aluminum flashings. If
it sounds too good to be true it probably is.

If you want your home to hold its value
and give you better insulation value, do it
right the first time. Insist on removing the
old frames.
